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Minutes for Meeting of June 4, 2009

· CCN Properties, LLC, Chris Fazzio – Present at tonight’s meeting were Earle Hallowell, of KWH Associates, Inc, civil engineer, and applicant’s representative, John Wills to present an overview of this application to build a residential home on 6 acres located on the old Birches swim club property.   Applicant is seeking a use variance as the site is currently zoned “institutional”.  Applicant proposes to demolish existing concrete buildings and all impervious surfaces will return to earth. As a result, there will be 8/10ths of an acre less impervious surface. There are no known endangered species.  According to the applicant, property has public water and sewer.  The site was never farmed so there is no concern for pesticides.  An LOI will be recommended.   Applicant will remove two trees and 4 saplings.  A permit for tree removal, along with the appropriate fee, will be required as well as a tree plan.  Applicant will compensate for 21 tree inches removed or three trees.

After discussion, a motion was made by Ann Culkin, seconded by Harry Larzelere, to recommend approval of this application to Council contingent on applicant satisfying all soil removal requirements.
