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Minutes of July 2, 2009 Meeting


Meeting was called to order by Rick Eckert.  In attendance were Russ Price, Lola Pellegrino, Vicky Binetti, Leon Lakritz, Anne Hastings, and guest, Autumn Teti.  Minutes of the June 4, 2009 meeting were approved as presented.  Vicky Binetti abstained since she was not in attendance.
Treasurer’s Report


In Harry Larzelere’s absence, Leon Lakritz presented the budget report, and announced that our current balance is $1,576.53.  One line item for bird houses in the amount of $160.32 will be reviewed to see if it is an EC expense.  Leon also announced that the Earth Day account has a balance of $1,410.27.  Vicky Binetti will be submitting an expense for the Earth Day cake which she purchased.
Guests
· Kennedy Hospital Parking Lot – Robert Mintz, Esquire, and representatives from Kennedy Hospital appeared tonight to discuss their proposed project and to explain the basis for their request for waivers from a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment and an Environmental Impact Statement.  It is their plan to demolish two buildings that previously housed doctors’ offices and were owned by Kennedy Hospital, and to construct a parking lot which would provide108 parking spaces for Kennedy employees.  A control gate will be installed.  Mr. Mintz confirmed that there are no underground tanks as the buildings were heated by electricity and not gas or oil.  Kennedy agreed to check for asbestos before demolition of the buildings.  They have a landscape plan, including some buffering.  Since there are no trees on the property, a tree plan will not be required.  

Kennedy has not agreed to a conservation easement at this time but will discuss same at the next Planning Board session since they have some concerns regarding future development of the site.  A motion was made by Vicky Binetti, and seconded by Leon Lakritz, that the Environmental Commission forward a recommendation to the Planning Board that we have no objection to granting waivers of a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment and an Environmental Impact Statement, inasmuch as Kennedy Hospital was the original owner of the site, the buildings were used as medical offices, and the applicant has agreed to perform an on-site inspection to verify that there are no wells, septic systems, or underground storage tanks.  All voted in favor except Anne Hastings, who abstained.

Zoning Board Meeting, June 8, 2009

· Yilmaz #852, Density Variance and Subdivision, Block 113, Lot 113, Ledden Lane – the applicant previously received a density various for three residential lots. at the end of Ledden Lane. This project received final approval for site plan.

· Chris Fazzio #880, Block 82.21, lot 55, Use Variance. The applicant requested a use variance for residential use in an Institutional District. The use variance was granted with conditions.

· The were four applications by Clearwire for co-location of communication antenna at existing water tanks or antenna towers, as follows:

· Block 50, Lot 1.04, 583 Delsea Drive (lattice tower)

· Block 109.23, Lot 7, 3400 Route 42 (monopole)

· Block 193, Lot 2.06, 425 Egg Harbor Road (MUA Water Tank)

· Block 116.37, Lot 16.01, 205 Fries Mill Road (MUA Water Tank)

All four applications received approval for conditional use, pending approval of site plan.

Planning Board Meeting, June 4, 2009

· Kennedy Health Facilities #1850, Block 81, Lots 3.03, 3.05, 3.06, 3.07, 523 Egg Harbor Road, Final Major Site Plan – this major site plan received final approval for a building addition and site improvements to the Kennedy Rehab Center.

· Kennedy Property Corp. #1857, Block 82.04, Lots 19.03 and 19.04, 2 and 4 Regulus Drive. Work session only for this new parking lot project. The two existing buildings are to be demolished and a new parking lot is to be constructed. This parking lot is intended for employees of Kennedy Hospital.
