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Minutes of March 5, 2009 Meeting


Meeting was called to order by Rick Eckert.  In attendance were Harry Larzelere, Ann Culkin, Russ Price, Jodi Smith, Mark Phillips, Vicky Binetti, Michelle Martin, Lola Pellegrino, Leon Lakritz, Anne Hastings, Rich Fini, and Chet Nawoyski.  Minutes of February 5, 2009 meeting were approved as presented.

Treasurer’s Report


Harry Larzelere reported a balance of  $625 in our temporary budget.

Guests
· Passport Properties of Washington Township – Robert Mintz, Esquire, and representatives of Passport Properties, t/a Richardson Imports, came to our meeting tonight to confirm that there will be no change to the site plan of this project, and they wanted the Commission to be fully aware of the type of work being done internal to the building.  The Passport Properties site consists of a used car dealership which has been in existence in Washington Township for several years.  Originally it was granted a use variance which had a restriction against painting and body work being performed on the premises.  The Zoning Board recently, under Resolution #R-13-2009, modified their approval to permit these two expanded uses, and Applicant assured the Commission that all of this work will be performed inside the building using state-of-the-art technology which uses water-based paint.  Their plans call for 11 bays and a prefabricated paint booth that is ventilated.  Rich Fini asked Applicant to confirm that major wrecks will not be worked on at this site, and when vehicles are brought to the site, they will be taken inside for inspection.  If necessary, the vehicles will be drained of fluids, and disposal will be handed by a licensed disposal company.  Applicant noted that the only impact to the site plan itself will be the designation of certain existing parking spaces as reserved for vehicles that will be part of the business operation.  The subject property is not in a wellhead protection area.  Rich Fini requested that Applicant provide a revised Environmental Impact Statement, Small Quantity Generator registration, and NJDEP Air Discharge permit (if needed).
· Harbour Place – Mark Greco of MLG Realty, Inc. and Ted Wilkinson of  Federici and Akin were in attendance to discuss revised project plans for this site located at Egg Harbor and Hurffville-Grenloch Road.  Issues discussed included their Environmental Impact Worksheet, Phase I Site Assessment, and storm water management plans.  Mr. Wilkinson gave details on the operation of the StormTech chamber system for storm water management.  He explained that this type of equipment is currently in use successfully in New York and Pennsylvania.  He also noted that they will do one additional soil boring next week and will make certain that a maintenance plan is included.  Applicant agreed to forward via e-mail tomorrow a copy of the Memorandum of Agreement between Harbour Place and the DEP.  They will also provide a full conservation easement.  Applicant plans to go before the Zoning Board on March 9 for final approval;  Vicky Binetti noted that to date Applicant has not demonstrated >80% TSS removal.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Leon Lakritz made a motion, seconded by Harry Larzelere, to recommend to the Zoning Board that the Applicant: (1) demonstrate how potential nonstructural storm water management measures were addressed; (2) conduct soil boring for Basin #1; (3) provide permeability test results; (4) demonstrate removal of 80% of total suspended solids from runoff; (5) provide a maintenance plan for all components of the storm water management system; and (6) provide a copy of the MOA with NJDEP.  The motion was unanimously approved.
