                                              May 19, 2009 Minutes            
A regular/work session meeting of the Washington Township Planning Board was called to order by Mr. Boyer at 7:09 P.M. The Open Public Meetings Act Statement was read, followed by salute to the flag.
Roll call was taken as follows:

STAFF PRESENT:  Diana Tutolo, Secretary; Jeff Daniels, Solicitor and Jay Petrongolo, Planner
Mr. Daniels swore in Mr. Petrongolo 
DISCUSSION:
1. Virtua Access Rd. 
Mr. McConnell recused himself.
Mr. Hyland represented Virtua. Mr. Hyland explained to the Board that the site contractor constructed a temporary road in the rear of the property to be utilized by third party tenants that may use non union contractors. The contractor did obtain a permit from Soil Conservation, but was unaware that other approvals would be necessary. As per the Construction Official, the road could not be used until reviewed by the Planning Board. 

 In the event that non union contractors and union contractors choose to have a dispute, they would be able to advertise their dispute at this alternative site.  Mr. Hyland noted that the project is presently being developed and going well. He is expecting Virtua to be open by later this year. The project is confined to the front portion of the property. As an affirmative measure, the temporary road was built at the rear of the property.
Mr. Hyland noted that American Continental Properties (ACP) is the adjacent property owner to this temporary road.  This is not to be used as an easement. This temporary road is not to be used as an alternative to access.  The area will be reverted back and it is Virtua’s intent to develop several ballfields at their expense.
Mr. Boyer stated that Mr. Petrongolo should review the site by the next meeting.  Mr. Petrongolo recommended that Mr. Bryson should review the project as site drainage could be an issue.  Mr. D’Ariano asked why this temporary road wasn’t applied for previously. Mr. Hyland said it was not anticipated at the time.  Mr. Spararcio felt that Virtua should apply for an amended site plan.  Mr. Mastrogiovanni said he remembered discussion about this road.  It was explained the only discussion at the time of approval was for the proposed ballfields.  Mr. Mastrogiovanni felt it should be handled administratively.  Mr. Johnson felt that if the Professionals had issue with the project, they would have to come before the Board. Mr. Daniels stated that Mr. Petrongolo needed to do his due diligence and fact finding.  If it is a substantial change, it would be an amended site plan.  The decision was for Virtua to come back in two weeks.  This was acceptable to the Board.
Mr. Mc Connell returned.  He asked to speak as a private citizen.  Mc McConnell felt the issue of the temporary road is a labor law issue and not a land use issue.  He believes a gate could have been installed next to the front gate.  He questioned where the picketing will take place. Mr. McConnell noted that the Board should not make the decision and that is a labor law issue. Mr. Mastrogiovanni added that he always relies on the Board Professionals when making a decisions.  Mr. Johnson concurred with Mr. Mastrogiovanni.  Mr. Johnson stated that the Board is responsible for land use issues only.
Mr. Petrongolo explained the following ordinances changes:

2.  Fences 
The purpose of the change to the fence ordinance is to clarify what is not permitted.  The proposed ordinance will allow fences to encroach into the side yard of a corner property.  These changes have been discussed with the Zoning Officer and she is in support of them.

3.  PUD Zone

When the Master Plan was amended zone changes for the PUD portion of the municipality were recommended. The Commercial and Institutional properties have been rezoned to either Neighborhood Commercial (NC) or Institutional (INS).
The residential portion of the PUD zone needs to be addressed.  The setbacks are very tight.  For the time being we will use the regulations as they were in the 70’s which will take care of the existing dwellings.
4.  Temporary Signs

This ordinance change will allow businesses to use temporary signs; such as sandwich boards for advertising within the municipality.

5.  ROSI (Recreation and Open Space Inventory)

There were errors on the old ROSI that need to be corrected.  Annina Hogan, Township Engineer has prepared a corrected copy that needs to be signed by the Planning Board Chairman, Mr. Boyer.  
6.  Billboards
This ordinance change will allow billboard in a specific area along the Atlantic City Expressway.
