A regular/work session meeting of the Washington Township Planning Board was called to order by Mr. Boyer at 7:04 p.m. The Open Public Meetings Act Statement was read, followed by salute to the flag.

Roll call was taken as follows:

     Amended Site Plan Waiver

David Thatcher represented the applicant and owner, Fraternal Properties, LLC.  Mr. Thatcher stated that the applicant came before the Planning Board in 2008 for a site plan waiver with respect to the construction of two buildings located in the rear section of lot 1.01.  Their Engineer filed the application, at that time for lots 1.01 and 1.06.  It is the applicant’s contention that lot 1.06 was incorrectly included as part of that application. JPC Group is the occupant of lot 1.01.  The buildings that were the subject of the site plan waiver are located on lot 1.01.  The applicant is requesting that lot 1.06 be removed from that waiver along with the conditions associated with the waiver. The applicant is requesting variances of the Delsea Drive Redevelopment Plan for decorative lighting and sidewalks. Mr. Daniels swore in Mr. John Petrongolo who is a managing member of Fraternal Properties and Secretary of JPC Group.  Mr. Petrongolo explained that JPC Group are contactors for highway and utility work.  He noted that JPC has been occupying the property since 2001. The previous use was Marty’s junkyard. Mr. Petrongolo stated that Fraternal Properties placed themselves under a program with NJDEP to clean up the property. Pennoni Engineers have monitored the six wells on their property since 2001. Mr. Petrongolo testified that the site is completely clean and improved.  In August of 2009, Fraternal Properties received a No Further Action Letter from NJDEP. Mr. Petrongolo noted at the time when the property was developed, extensive lighting was installed.  He also noted that the light fixtures are high end.  This predates the construction of the two buildings, which is the subject of this amended site plan waiver.  For the record, Mr. Petrongolo described the buildings as a 40’ x 32’ metal building and 50’ x 125’ metal warehouse.  Mr. Petrongolo further noted that these buildings are used warehousing.  The larger of the two buildings is for the storing of concrete forms and cement bags.  The smaller building is a shelter for fuel tanks and trucks.  Mr. Petrongolo stated that lot 1.06 is an area infrequently used.
PROFESSIONALS:

Mr. Brown addressed his 8/26/09 review letter. Mr. Brown asked that the Delsea Drive Redevelopment zoning data be included to the plan.  The applicant agreed to so.  Mr. Brown asked the applicant if they were excluding sidewalks from lot 1.06 and if they were requesting a variance for lot 1.01.  Mr. Thatcher answered that they were excluding lot 1.06 and cannot install sidewalks along lot 1.01 as depicted on the plan due to significant wetlands along a portion of lot 1.01.  Mr. Brown also requested a buffer line depicted on the final plans.  Mr. Thatcher stated that he assumed when the applicant received site plan in approval in 2001 or 2002 the buffer line was depicted on the site plan. Mr. Thatcher noted that he will do research to obtain the plans.
Mr. Bryson addressed his 8/25/09 review letter.  Mr. Bryson noted that he did not have technical or engineering issues.  Mr. Bryson asked the applicant if the conditions of the previous approval have been satisfied.  The applicant will comply with the previous conditions of approval.
A motion was made by Mr. Sparacio and 2nd by Mr. Campbell to open to the public.  No one from the public wished to comment.
A motion was made by Mayor Lyons and 2nd by Mr. Campbell to close to the public.
Mr. Boyer asked the Board if they had any problems eliminating lot 1.06.  No one had a problem.  Mr. Boyer noted this would eliminate the need for sidewalks and lighting along lot 1.06.  The Board previously recognized the wetlands along a portion of lot 1.01. This will eliminate the need for  sidewalks.  As far as lighting in the Redevelopment Area, the intention was to bring character to the area.  Mr. Boyer told the applicant that he recognizes that they have extensive lighting.  The extent of lighting is not the issue but to incorporate a theme within the Redevelopment Area for lighting.
Mr. Boyer entertained a motion for amended site plan waiver with variances and conditions.  A motion was made by Mr. Sparacio and 2nd by Mayor Lyons
