Bill Ziegler represented the applicant, Smith Orchards, LP. This is a minor subdivision.  The applicant proposes to reconfigure lot lines to segregate the residential properties from existing agricultural uses as part of the County Preservation of the remaining farmland.  The subdivision will allow Mr. Smith and his daughter to retain their homes.  James Conway, P.L.S. gave sworn evidence to the Board by presenting plans and other evidence.
