BASEBALL:

SOFTBALL

-Softball Field #9 as Washington Lake Park was destroyed by the Boy Scout event held there.  The travel teams have nowhere to practice now. The outfield has to be ripped up and the entire infield needs to be redone.  The SAB told Softball this event will never be held at WLP again and either the Fire Department or the Boy Scouts will pay to have the field redone.

-Bylaw review:  In his absence, Mary Schneider shared Mike Mullin’s concern regarding Bylaw XXI. Travel Teams, C 1.c regarding 14U, 16U and 18U teams that require only a minimal number of Township residents to be on their teams.  Softball explained that these teams do not play on the Township fields.  The reason this was instituted was to keep Township girls in town.  The 10U and 12U Comets teams have only Township residents on them.
