FOOTBALL

-It was brought to the SAB’s attention that Youth Basketball tryouts conflict with Football practices for a big
game the same week. The SAB suggested the Football team switch a night of practice so players wishing to
tryout could attend one of the tryouts. Attending only one tryout for a Travel Basketball team is all that is
necessary.

-The Breast Cancer Awareness Fundraiser raised $400.00 with the selling of pink ribbons and pink socks.
Players are going to wear pink socks during the month of October.

-The Veterans’ Bowl was a huge success. Football thanked the Township for their help with the clean-up.

LACROSSE

-Everything going well with clinics.

The group is not receptive to the Lacrosse’s request to have
them not drive over the fields. The SAB suggested the next time it happens the Police should be called.

They are parking along the lane leading
to the fields. Police will be notified.

-Three (3) teams in the Fall Soccer program are in their third level of a State Cup Competition.

-Presentation of Ed Guetens as Field Coordinator

The Sports Advisory Board moved to approve the appointment of Ed Guetens
to the Soccer Advisory Board in the position of Fields Coordinator. The motion
received a second and was approved.

-Field #8 at Washington Lake Park is down for the season. The water table is too high causing the field to be
saturated with water.

SOFTBALL

-The 2012 bylaws were presented for their first reading.

-Renee lannace resigned from the Softball Advisory Board.

-Two (2) people have applied for the two (2) openings.

-The Softball Board would like to raise registrations fees due to the increase in umpire fees. They propose the
5, 6 and 7 year olds be raised $5 to $60; 8-9 year olds to $80 from $75, and an increase of $10 for the 10-18
year old age groups — 10-12 year olds would go from $75 to $85 and the 13-18 year olds from $100 to $110.
-There are 12 teams playing Fall Softball on one (1) field. Travel teams are forced to practice 8-10 p.m. The
SAB recommended that Softball contact Sean Hoffman from Soccer regarding field availability for Softball.

Checks or cash are only accepted during this week. Late sign-ups begin November 1°.

-Program concerned about the CAC Building. They were told that the complex is up for sale. Wrestling will
begin looking for another facility to use in case the complex is sold.

-The competition squad will compete in November.

FOOTBALL
