REPORTS OF SPORTS BOARDS

WRESTLING:
-The season is almost over.

SOFTBALL:
-Bill Morgan reviewed the financial report.

-Coaches’ lists will be submitted at the March meeting.
-Regarding the matter of an additional GSA team, Mr. Fiorentino chose not to pursue the matter.  The board does not feel they broke any bylaws for not having 3 girls on the 12U team tryout.  They feel it is a gray area in their bylaws. 
-The softball building is progressing.  Five (5) bids were received for the electrical job.

SOCCER:
-Spring registration is now going only.  450 children are expected to participate in the spring program.
-Tryouts for Fall Travel teams will take place in late April, early May.  They plan to have better tryouts with stricter rules.   They will try to set dates as not to conflict with Baseball and Softball.
-Board is getting ready for Easter Tournament, April 10 and 11.
-2009 bylaw changes will be submitted in late spring.

LACROSSE:
-Spring sign-ups are now being taken.
-The league will use the East Holly Avenue field until May 1st.

FOOTBALL:
-Bylaws were submitted adding the position of Assistant Treasurer.  This position will be advertised after bylaws are approved.
