MINUTES OF JANUARY 12, 2010 MEETING

Lisa Collins moved to approve the minutes of the January 12, 2010 Sports Advisory Board meeting.  The motion received a second and was approved.


BASEBALL
-Baseball registration without a late fee was extended to February 7th.  Over 1200 registrations received to date.
-The Board is applying for a raffle license.  In the meantime, The Rotary Club of Washington Township which has a raffle license will help with the running of the raffle.  Their club also intends to buy a number of the raffle tickets.
-The Baseball Advisory Board Treasurer, John Radetich, has yet to apply for the raffle license since the board must first be incorporated or apply for 501(c)3 status.
-Upon review of the Baseball Advisory Board financials it was noted that individuals are receiving checks.  These checks are to reimburse individuals for payment of tournament fees.

BASKETBALL
-The program is through one half of the intramural season.
-Nine (9) suspensions to date.  The SAB reminded the Basketball Board to submit the suspension list for everyone’s review.
-Playoffs will start the first week in March.  The program will not lose any games due to the available time slots.

CHEERLEADING – No one present from this board

FOOTBALL
-First reading of bylaws:  The only change was the addition of Megan’s Law information.  No change to weight classes.
-Spring Football is getting ready to start with a good turnout.
-Coaches list for Spring Football must be submitted.
-Sign-ups for the Fall Program will be held in April at the Doud Field House.
-Football does not need a raffle license to run Football Mania as the company that makes this available has the license.
-The yearend banquet was a success with $3288 being raised from the Silent Auction.  This money was raised to benefit the five (5) students at the High School with cancer, MS Society, J-walkers for  the cure of Breast Cancer Research, Bianna Friel Leukemia Nights Out, Cate Bollendorf ‘cure epilepsy’ Foundation and Helping Hands Super Bowl hoagie sale.

FUNDRAISERS:  It was stated that the sport programs are not in the business to give to charities.  However, a fundraiser such as the Silent Auction run at a sport fundraiser which states up front where the money will go is fine.

LACROSSE – BOYS:  
-The program will have the same coaches as last year. Coaches’ list will be provided at March meeting.
-The program will use Field #2 at Washington Lake Park and the turf field as well as the fields at East Holly and Johnson Road.  Field #2 will be used by the Girls Lacrosse Program.  (Soccer may use Field #2 for Easter Tournament.)
-They hope to start practices by February 27th with games starting weekend of March 26th.

LACROSSE-GIRLS:  No one present from this board.

SOCCER:
-The Clinic pre-season program is going to be run by Soccer.  The board will pay the trainer to run the session.
-Soccer’s Beef and Beer will be held at the Wedgwood Country Club.  They only have 10 tickets left.  They have sold 200.
-Spring Soccer practice to begin February 22nd with games beginning the first Saturday in March. Boys will have a 10 game season instead of 8.
-Soccer requests approval of the following fundraisers:
· The Soccer website has been redesigned and they wish to sell sponsorships:
$500.00 for World Cup Sponsorship includes sign at County House Fields, logo on Website and full page ad in the Easter Classic Ad Book
$200 for Champions League Sponsorship includes logo on Website and ½ page ad in the Easter Classic Ad Book.
$100 for Gold Cup Sponsorship includes link to Website and ¼ page ad (business card size) in Easter Classic Ad Book
The money raised will go toward the purchase of equipment including goals and nets.
· U-15 Boys Fundraisers – Pancake breakfast at Applebee’s, Gloucester County
Clean-Up and logos on practice jerseys.
These fundraisers would allow the team to pay for training and tournament fees.
The Soccer Advisory Board has approved both fundraisers.
	
Mike Mullin moved to approve the website sponsorship fundraisers for the purchase of equipment and the U-15 Boys fundraisers to pay for training and tournament fees.  The motion received a second and was approved.

-The Board will hold an F License Class.
-The All Star game will be moved from Columbus Day Weekend.
-The Board is gearing up for their Annual Easter Tournament on April 2 and 3 using fields at WTHS, Washington Lake Park and County House.

SOFTBALL
-Softball presented the preliminary travel team and head coaches list with only 4 coaches needing to go through the process to be Megan Law approved.

John Daly moved to approve the coaches’ list minus those not Megan Law approved.  The motion received a second and was approved with Shawn Kraemer abstaining.

-Softball requested approval for the following fundraisers with monies being used to rebuild their account depleted from the construction of their Softball building

John Daly moved to approve the Softball fundraisers as listed with funds going to rebuilding their account which has been depleted from the construction of their building.  The motion received a second and was approved.

-Every team will have practice time in the building prior to the start of the season.
-Registrations are 97 under last year’s.  Registration was extended to January 31st.  
-The Softball Advisory Board meets the 2nd and 4th Wednesday of each month at their Softball building in Washington Lake Park.
-The Board was reminded to contact the Knights of Columbus for their Bike Safety program for their Opening Day.

TRACK AND FIELD – No one was present but a report was sent and read by the SAB Secretary, Mary Schneider
-Sign ups are Saturdays, February 6 and 13, 2010
-Open board positions have been posted on Channel 9 and in local newspapers.  To date, no responses have been received.  Two (2) emails of interest have been received and have requested resumes.  Rock will add to the resumes of existing members that want to reapply and will forward all to Mary for distribution to SAB for approval.  
-List of coaches essentially the same as last season (two assistant coaches not returning – all returning from last year are Megan’s Law approved and Rutgers’ Certified). We will be soliciting interest at sign-ups and will add any new assistant coaches to list and provide electronically to SAB by February 15th.  Assisting I get the list to you by February 15th, we will be looking for approval of coaches at the March SAB meeting. Even if no new interest, we have plenty of coaches for the season.
-Have provided available dates for proposed home meets, still awaiting final schedule from Track Alliance.
-Request Mary reserve Grenloch Community Center for next track meeting – February 16th, 7 pm.
