BASKETBALL

OLD BUSINESS:

MEGAN’S LAW

-New regulations were effective March 10th.

-The cost is $26.25 through the fingerprinting business in the Township. However, the company will not accept a Township Purchase Order.  They will only accept money orders or cash.  That would mean each coach would have to pay and then be reimbursed.  

-There is a mobile unit which will come provided we can guarantee a minimum of 40 people.

-Will be implemented with the Fall Sports – Soccer, Football and Football Cheerleading

RECREATION TASK FORCE

-There has been no meeting since the last one in the Fall.

-Builders’ Trust Fund only has $327,000 which is not enough to do turf fields at the Football Complex and Washington Lake Park.  $1.5 million would be needed.

-The Virtua fields will be grass fields with no lights and no irrigation.

-Zimmerman Tract – funds from Green Acres are being sought for development of this area.

NEW BUSINESS
INCREASE OF LATE FEE FOR SPORT REGISTRATIONS
-In order to curtail the number of late sign-ups, the sports boards requested an increase of $25.00 per registrant effective with Fall sport sign-ups.  Mr. McKeever was not sure if a resolution from Town  Council needs to be done in order to approve this increase. He will look into it.
