a) Clearwire, 449 Woodbury-Turnersville Road, 3/1.07, Escrow #890, Conditional Use – Applicant represented by Delores Roberts, Esq. of Stark and Stark.  Ms. Roberts stated she was seeking a conditional use variance to locate three panel antennae and 3 dish antennae on an existing water tank.  In addition, a 10’ x 10’ fenced area is proposed for the related equipment.  Mr. Luis Velazco, RF Engineer testified as an expert witness regarding radio frequency requirements.  Richard E. Fini, PE, PP, CME, Board Environmental Engineer submitted a report dated November 4, 2009.  He stated that it is required for Clear Wireless to submit a Comprehensive Service Plan, Safety Report, Interference Report, NEPA Report and Monitoring Report.  David Balma, the applicant’s Professional Engineer testified that the compound is existing.  Jim Kyle of CMX testified as the applicant’s Professional Planner.  He testified that the FCC license is proof that the application promotes general good.  He also testified as to the positive and negative criteria.  Mr. Frank Seney presented Joseph M. Petrongolo’s, CLA, RLA, PP, Board Planner, report dated August 31, 2009.  The applicant agreed to the report.  None of the other professionals had any comments or submitted any reports on the subject application.  The meeting was opened to the public and there was no one in the public who had any comment.  Mr. Imperato made a motion to grant the conditional use variance for installation of  three panel antennae and 3 dish antennae on an existing water tank at 107’.  In addition, a 10’ x 10’ fenced area is proposed for the related equipment on an existing 125’ municipal water tank conditioned upon the Applicant obtaining a site plan approval and the Applicant submitting the requested reports and documents.  It is further conditioned upon the Applicant obtaining any and all other permits required by any other agencies of the Township, State, County or Federal Government, including the Gloucester County Planning Board/2nd by Mr. Cianci.
