5) Applications:
a) Passport Properties, Escrow #629, 4700 Route 42, 118/1.02, Amended Site Plan – Mr. Robert Mintz, Esquire represented applicant for a minor site plan to construct an auto body & paint facility.  It was noted that the landscape plan was already filed and approved.  The conditions of approval will be noted on the plans.  There were no objections to the waiver of 9’ x 18’ stalls.  Mr. Fini requested an Environmental Impact Work Sheet to which the applicant agreed. The meeting was then opened to the public.  No participation.  Meeting was closed to the public. Mr. Cianci made a motion to grant the approval to conduct auto painting and auto body repair work functions, conditioned upon an Environmental Worksheet being provided, any licenses or permits required provided and any and all other approvals required by any other agency /2nd by Mr. D’Orazio.  Roll call:  All in favor.  Motion Carried.
b) Harbour Plaza, MLG Realty, 288 Egg Harbor Road, Block 199 Lot 12, Escrow #810, Amended Final Site Plan.  Mr. Pat Mc Andrew, Esquire, represented the applicant.  Mr. Ted Wilkinson, PE of Federici & Akin testified about the expansion, residential buffer, sidewalk waiver and signage.  Ms. Michelle Taylor, PP testified as the applicant’s planner regarding the color scheme and the additional 750 square foot addition, signage, in lieu of payment for sidewalks, and that a landscaping plan to be provided.  There was further discussion regarding maintenance and Mr. Mc Andrew requested a continuance and waived the time constraints.  Mr. Cianci made a motion to grant the continuance/2nd by Mr. Sauter.  Roll Call:  All in favor.  Application continued to April 13, 2009 agenda.
c) Kennedy (Maybrook Group), 405 Hurffville-CrossKeys Road, Block 117 Lot 1.04, Escrow # 815, Amendment – Mr. Albert Marmero, Esq. represented the application for amended site plan to locate the emergency generator and to allow the wall mounted sign to be back lit.  Mr. Petrongolo stated that the original plans did show illumination, the Board then did re-ratify the approval by motion made by Mr. Hatala/2nd by Mr. Cianci.  Roll call:  All in favor.  Mr. Marmero then had Mr. Robert Stiers, Project Manager, testify about the need for the emergency generator. Mr. Petrongolo questioned if the generator could be located on an island toward the back of the property; Mr. Stiers stated the other islands are too small.  Mr. Fini reported on the impact of the noise from the generator.  Mr. Fini was more concerned about the built in 200 gallon diesel tank.  He requested an emergency clean up plan to be submitted for his approval.  Mr. McKenna the applicants Professional Engineer brought up the subject of handicap parking spaces.  Mr. Petrongolo commented that this issue could be addressed administratively depending on the outcome of the review of the use and plans.  The meeting was then opened to the public.  No participation.  Meeting was closed to the public.  Motion to approve amended site plan for location of the emergency generator conditioned by a required revised landscape plan, specific location of the generator, an alternative parking plan, an update of the Environmental Impact Statement, an emergency clean up plan and obtaining any and all other approvals necessary by Mr. Cianci/2nd by Mr. Sauter.  Roll call:  All in favor.  Motion granted.
d) T-Mobile, 116 Sewell Road, Block 26 Lot 4.03, Escrow #851, Amended site plan for deferral of sidewalks.  Requested to postpone to April 13, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Hatala made the motion/2nd by Mr. Cianci.  Roll Call:  All in favor.  Mr. D’Orazio left at 9:00 PM and did not participate in this action.
