BUDGET PRESENTATION 
The Chief explained some of the cost savings and different measures that he was taking to help address budget constraints. He discussed his use of forfeiture funds to offset the purchase of budget items. He further explained that this year the department has saved thousand of dollars by purchasing all ammunition for qualification in one purchase. This will save up to 25% of $16,000.00 Ammunition cost has sky rocketed due to the war in Iraq. He also explained that this year their firing arrange was purchased by a corporation. They immediately increased the user fees by 75%. To avoid this increase in their budget, they asked the Vineland PD along with their Mayor to allow Washington Township to use their facility at the same cost.
